Reflections on Sunday Readings: 

 

First Reading:  Acts 4:32-35 
 

     Luke wrote a two volume work:  
Volume One was his Gospel; Vol-

ume Two was the Acts of the Apos-

tles which describes the life of the 
Church after the Resurrection of Je-

sus.  Every year, during the seven 

weeks of the Easter season, the first 
reading is taken from the Acts of the 

Apostles.  In todayôs passage, Luke 

gives an idealized description of ear-
ly Christian community life.    

     

Second Reading:  1 John 5:1-6 
      
     Today and for the remaining Sun-

days of the Easter season, our second 

reading will be taken from the first 
letter of John.  It was written about 

100 AD, and is one of the last New 

Testaments books to be composed.  
This letter was written in the tradi-

tion of the apostle John and thus 

bears his name.  Todayôs passage 
from near the end of this brief letter 

treats the fundamentals of Christian 
life:  Faith, love, and the command-

ments.
